(MONTEZUMA CASTLE LAND EXCHANGE REZONING)   First Reading and Public Hearing.  (STAFF SUMMARY MEMO)
Public Comment:  Don Evans asked for clarification who will clean and patrol designated public open space.  Wanted speed humps on new portions of W. Sherwood. Concerned about fire access on side streets without culdesacs.  Charlotte Casey:  Read “save our neighborhood” flyer.  She opposed changes to Vista and Wagon Trail because of increased traffic.  Dan Kealey requested a longer monitoring time for traffic calming devises, the barricade to remain until the end of development not just construction of infrastructure, paver rumble strip 10’ wide at the west end of the existing Sherwood, Sherwood’s width reduced to 24’ either side of the traffic circle,  1 or 2 landscaped islands between existing Sherwood and the traffic circle, pavers in the traffic circle and designating Airport Road as construction route for the entire length of building the development.  Ralph Bossert:  Verde Engineering, gave overview of changes so far.  Addressed each of Mr. Kealey’s remarks.  FC asked why project was in small pieces? Bossert: roads separate different owners or zoning districts. FC asked what population is expected to be.  Bossert: 1084 to 1300.  EB asked who will maintain landscaping in islands and for how long.  LaRon: Town as it is in right-of-way.  JW asked why designated construction route needed to be added since Town Engineer has that authority already.  LaRon:  He only has authority to designate subdivision construction routes not for entire building on lots.  Jere Jarrell was concerned about speed and agreed with Mr. Kealey’s comments.  He asked the ordinance be amended to reflect these changes including making the traffic cirle 24’ wide. EB asked for more clarification about how islands would look. LaRon said they would look somewhat like the island in Alpine Village. EB liked pavers instead of speed humps.  LaRon noted there would be no street parking on 24’ wide portions of street but fire trucks could negotiate fine. Penny DeGroot was concerned about loosing greenbelt spaces as developers came in.  Ray E said greenbelts are part of zoning and could not change.  There are both private and public greenbelts though.

JW/EB moved to give Public Works Director authority to designate routes or prohibit routes for building traffic.   Vote:  7-0

SC/JW moved to make the following changes to Ordinance 784:

Extend monitoring of traffic control devices 2 years

Narrow to 24 feet Sherwood Road west of traffic circle

Use of pavers or stamped concrete for 10 foot rumble strip  

Landscaped islands

Use of pavers or stamped concrete in traffic circle

Discussion:  EB wanted Town to maintain landscaping.  Mayor opposed.  MH said this was a burden on all taxpayers and asked for clarification as to what type of landscaping would be done. Jere Jarrell said landscaping would be rock formations with no water use.

RC asked if reducing road to 24 feet in places would produce more weeds along the road.  LaRon said clearing weeds would need to be done whether 36 feet or 24 feet. 

FC asked if we maintain Alpine Village’s current islands.  LaRon said no.
