WHEREAS: The names of these dedicated public servants are engraved on the walls
of the National Law Enforcement Officers Memorial in Washington,
D.C., The names of 273 officers killed in the line of duty are being
added this spring, including 117 officers killed in 2014 and 156 officers
killed in previous years:
