
OPEN BURNING GUIDELINES 

Burn only after obtaining the appropriate state and local permits. 

The location for open burning shall not be less than 50 feet from any structure, and provisions 

shall be made to prevent the fire from spreading to within 50 feet of any structure. The 

minimum required distance from a structure shall be 25 feet where the pile is 3 feet or less in 

diameter and 2 feet or less in height. 

Open burning, bonfires or recreational fires shall be constantly attended until the fire is 

extinguished. A water source and shovel shall be available for immediate use. 

Burn hours are determined by the state: 

April-September  9:00 am to 4:00 pm 

October and March  9:00 am to 3:00 pm 

November –February  10:00 am to 2:00 pm 

The burning of trash and building materials is prohibited. 

Follow the rules, if in doubt ask for clarification. 

Burning may not be allowed if emissions are offensive to neighbors or hazardous conditions exist.
